Homecoming court luncheon will be catered this year and paid for by the participants. The
queens are being asked to invite their maid of honor to the luncheon. Sharon Hillman and
Carolyn Marek are making the arrangements.

Letterman reception will be held again at the Duck Club. Chris Hart is making the
arrangements.

The Reception will be sponsored by BanCorpSouth and held at the First United Methodist
Church immediately following the Homecoming Parade.

Olivia Kegley reported that a place is still being looked for to store the memorabilia that has
been given to the Association. First United Methodist Church will be used to display the
memorabilia this year.
